MINUTES OF JUNE 9, 2017, ANNUAL MEETING
1.  Proposed minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Midwest Interstate Low-Level Radioactive Waste Compact Commission (MCC), held by teleconference on Friday, June 9, 2017, pursuant to notice (Attachment A).
2. The MCC was called to order by Chair and Executive Director Stan York at 10:00 am CDT.  The roll was called and a quorum declared.  Present were Commissioners Alex Moon, Iowa; John Linc Stine, Minnesota; Michael Snee, Ohio; and Stanley York, Wisconsin.  Also present were Richard Ihrig, Counsel; Peggy Dorsey, Indiana; Laura Dresen, Indiana; Alternate Paul Schmidt, Wisconsin; Susan Hagstrom, office support; and Alternate James Chiles, Minnesota.
3. MOTION on Agenda Item #2 (draft MCC meeting minutes from June 28, 2016): That the circulated minutes of the meeting of June 28, 2016, be approved as corrected (Stine; Moon; carried).  (Attachment B)
4. MOTION on Agenda Item #3, Financial report: That the MCC financial report (July 1, 2015, through June 30, 2016) be approved as circulated and explained (Stine; Moon; carried).  (Attachment C)
5. DISCUSSION on Agenda Item #4 (Chair’s report on the status of the MCC website). The Chair noted that the arrangement works well, and the website contractor can add more links as desired.  
6. DISCUSSION on Agenda Item #5, Future of the MCC: The members discussed a memorandum from Richard Ihrig, counsel, with historical background, the legal status of compact commissions including the MCC, and a set of possible options going forward. The Chair declared that the memorandum was valuable, particularly if a significant change occurred in the management of low-level radioactive waste, or in compact-commission affairs.
