MINUTES OF JUNE 7, 2019, ANNUAL MEETING
1.  Proposed minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Midwest Interstate Low-Level Radioactive Waste Compact Commission (MCC), held by teleconference on Friday, June 7, 2019, pursuant to notice.
2. The MCC was called to order by Acting Chair Alex Moon at 10:00 am CDT.  The roll was called and a quorum declared.  Present were Commissioners Alex Moon, Iowa; Michael Snee, Ohio; Paul Schmidt, Wisconsin; Kaci Studer, Indiana; Tiffany Drake, Alternate for Missouri; David Benke, incoming Commissioner for Minnesota; and Executive Director James Chiles, Alternate for Minnesota. Also on the call were Susan Hagstrom, State of Wisconsin; and Vern Rogers, EnergySolutions.
3. MOTION on Agenda Item #2 (Draft MCC meeting minutes from June 11, 2018): No corrections were offered to the draft. MOTION: That the circulated minutes of the meeting of June 11, 2018, be approved (Snee; Schmidt; carried).  
4. DISCUSSION and MOTION on Agenda Item #3 (FY2019 Financial report): Chiles described the columns comparing projected versus actual expenses for the current fiscal year, FY 2019. Low Level Forum membership was the largest item, at $9,500. The sum of expenses was lower than anticipated, principally for two reasons: No legal expenses were incurred, and Minnesota has decided not to request reimbursement for time that Chiles spends on MCC business. Chiles’s travel expenses to the two Forum meetings (Richland, WA, and Alexandria, VA) came in slightly higher than projected, at $71.40. He noted that all his travel is in coach class. He said that the RBC fee item noted on Line 14 was a charge for cancelling a check. Drake asked what travel plans were anticipated for FY 2020. Chiles said he expected to go to the Spring 2020 meeting of the LLW Forum, but not the Fall 2019 meeting in Chicago, since it had been scheduled for two weeks later than usual and he had a conflict at that date. Schmidt said he might be able to attend and Chiles said this would be welcome, and noted that the MCC, as a dues-paying compact member of the LLW Forum, receives two “tickets” for each event at no additional charge. He said Indiana had also attended the last two meetings. Chiles will send out the October meeting information from the LLW Forum. MOTION: That the FY2019 MCC financial report be approved as circulated. (Schmidt; Studer; carried).  
5. DISCUSSION on Agenda Item #4 (Acting Chair’s report). Moon said he had nothing to report. As Vice-Chair, he had stepped into the role of Acting Chair upon the retirement of Chair John Linc Stine, Minnesota, from public service. 
6. ACTION on Agenda Item #5, Election of Officers. Moon noted that two nominations had been received pursuant to the bylaws, from Snee, on April 22. Snee had nominated Moon as Chair, and Schmidt as Vice-Chair. Moon invited discussion and there was none. Moon asked for a motion to vote on the slate of officers. (Chiles; Schmidt; members elected the slate unamimously). 

7. DISCUSSION on Agenda Item #6 (Executive Director’s Report): Chiles reported on activities during FY 2019: providing records to the auditor; preparing the annual report; attending meetings of the LLW Forum and sending summaries of the proceedings; and over the last four months, assisting other members of the LLW Forum in hiring a new Executive Director for that organization, given the retirement of Todd Lovinger on June 30. Chiles invited members to contact him if they wanted more context on news items he relays from the LLW Forum, or about the summary he sends after attending the Forum meetings. 
8. DISCUSSION on Agenda Item #7 (Anticipated Expenses for FY 2020): Chiles stated that the fees for legal counsel remains the same at $350/hour; the Boulay auditing proposal had recently been received and increased from $9,460 in FY 2019 to $9,740 in FY 2020; editing fees remain the same; website fees by the LLW Forum remain the same; and the LLW Forum annual membership for the compact remains the same at $9,500. 
9. DISCUSSION and MOTION on Agenda Item #8 (FY 2020 proposed budget): Chiles said there is a possibility that the MCC will be asked to co-sponsor a future meeting of the LLW Forum, but that no request had been made for FY 2020, and if such a request came forward, the MCC members would have a chance to act on that as part of a proposed budget after FY 2020. The Chair asked what the requested amount would be. Chiles said in the past, every three to five years, the MCC had co-sponsored in this fashion: providing about $10,000 to offset meeting expenses, with the Rocky Mountain Board providing personnel. In those cases, Denver was the typical meeting location. As to auditing services, Chiles suggested that Boulay be retained as auditor for FY 2020, but that he entertain bids for auditing services to begin in FY 2021. Snee said he endorsed that idea since it’s good practice to change auditors every few years.  MOTION: That the budget be approved, (Snee; Schmidt; carried). 
10. DISCUSSION on Agenda Item #9 (Other Business): the Chair asked the members for any other items of business; none was offered.
11. MOTION on Agenda Item #10 (Adjournment): MOTION: That the meeting be adjourned  (Chiles; Schmidt; carried). The MCC adjourned at 10:35 am CDT.
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
